$25,000 will enable the YMCA to 
deliver a full year of youth sports, aquatics, teen 
development or senior programming.

$10,000 will provide a week of summer 
resident camp for 20 lucky children who never 
before had an opportunity to sit around a 
campfire, sing songs, and look at the stars.

$5,000 will allow two children to attend 
a YMCA afterschool program for an entire 
school year where they will make friends and 
be happy and safe.

$2,500 will enable four older adults 
to join the YMCA for a year and stay active 
physically and connected emotionally.

For the first time in my son’s life he got to 
go to summer camp with all the other kids. My 
son, who has autism, has spent almost every 
summer of his life going to speech camp or 
sensory camp or OT camp, but never to a fun, 
outdoor, action packed summer camp with 
typically developing children. Thankfully, the 
YMCA accepted him for who he is, showing your 
commitment to working with ALL children!

I suffered a severe back injury which 
left me unable to walk. I never thought that I 
would need to ask for financial assistance, but 
times were very tough financially when I could 
not work. Not only did the YMCA make my 
membership affordable, but the staff provided 
positive reinforcement and friendship. I am 
walking today and have returned to work 
thanks in great part to the YMCA.
