Included in this packet is a health form to beefillout and returndakefore you register your
child for Preschool Day Camp. We are requirecefort a record of immunizations to the New
York State Health Department. Please be sureigball immunizations.



Discipline Policy:

All YMCA programs strive to use discipline in afanurturing manner. Punitive methods of

punishment are not acceptable. The YMCA takestgmde in guiding children to become
successful and happy individuals who are learmagpendently and learning to get along with
others. This is achieved through role modelingitpee reinforcement, problem solving techniques,
redirection, and parental involvement. These siedglare appropriate for use in most
circumstances that occur. Each situation is hahadiea case by case basis. Preschool age children
are still learning appropriate behavior and thentibn of camp is to help them learn by redirection
and good choices.

However, there are situations that will be deathvanore strictly to ensure the safety and well-

being of all participants. A child will be remindéal use appropriate behavior. If inappropriate
behavior persists, parents will be consulted.

Parents are asked to support the staff in theartstf Staff has the ability to remove any child at

any time from the program if they are being harndduthe staff, themselves or other children.

During preschool camp children must refrain from:

Running away from staff at any time.

Using foul/inappropriate language or being rude disdespectful to staff or other campers.
Intentionally and/or repeatedly using physical erbal aggression.

Repeatedly refusing to cooperate or follow insiang.

Children who commit any of the above behaviorsetated behavior that staff deem grossly
inappropriate will result in the start of behavitlcumentation. Frequent or severe violations of
the behavior policy could result in the suspensioaxpulsion of a camper.

Behavior Discipline guidelines:

1*'time: warning given to child. What child CAN dad examples of appropriate behavior are
discussed — parent notified at pick up. Documentah notebook for staff reference.

2"time: behavior incident report completed. Chiitl be given “cool down” time away from
activity for a minute for each year of age. Cheldiare never isolated and are always supervised
during this time. Parent notified at pick up byitUbirector or Program Director. Parent must
sign behavior report and staff/parent set actiam pbr improvement. Appropriate
consequences for that situation will be explaireegarent at that time.

3“time: Parent meeting with Program Director ortUbirector if Program Director is
unavailable. Action plan is reviewed or adjusté&bnsequences could be suspension from
camp.

Campers not adhering to the behavior standarddwitlealt with on a case-by-case basis.
Frequent or severe violations of the policy maylteis the suspension or expulsion of a camper
from the program, at the discretion of the ProgEinector.

NO refunds will be given due to expulsion and behaer suspensions.
Your child will also be suspended from the 2010/2A1Y’s Owls or SACC Programs.

Health Information: State law requires that weeheurrent health information (including
immunization dates) for your child. If your chiklnot immunized due to religious reasons, please
include an accompanying letter with your registmatiorm. If he/she was immunized in a country
other than the United States, please attach a@ipig/her immunization record.

Registration Fee/Deposit: Enclose a $25 regisindte per child/$40 per family, and a $10 per
session, per child deposit. The registration feddeposits are non-refundable. The deposits are
applied to your session fee.

Payment Options and Procedures

Payments are due in full one week prior to the ti@gyg of the session or your child

will be unable to attend camp. Failure to ponwith payment procedures will result

in removal from the program and loss of ydeposit.

You may chose the Easy Payment Option by fillingtbe information on the

registration form to use our convenient automagignpent system. If you do not choose this option,
you will receive a coupon book to make your payreent

Once a session begins, NO refunds are given foreason. Fees paid (less the deposit) will be
refunded for sessions cancelled prior to the beggaof the session. We understand circumstances
do arise that may result in missed camp days. Heweur policy is that fees are not pro-rated for
missed days.

In the event that a session is full, you will bagdd on a waiting list. You will be contacted

once space opens.

Please be aware that any new registrations oroseadditions or changes should be

made by Thursday prior to the session’s start. &ddgitions, changes, or new registrations made
after Thursday at 3:30 pm will be subject to a $20child late fee.
